So through the university and our ministry partners, the Lord opened doors for us to share the 
Gospel not only on Campus (with students, professors and staff); but we were also able to share 
with business men and women of the area, 2 highschools and adults who are in a program to 
finish high school.  
It was an amazing time, God was clearly at work and our prayers for hearts ready for Him were 
answered.  We also made key contacts with leaders who can open the doors for us and the 
Gospel in the future. 

 

 

    



We presented to nearly 300 people in 10 different groups. At the end of each presentation we had a clear 
explanation of the Gospel and an invitation. At least 31 indicated making a decision to invite Jesus to lead 
their lives!, 104 wanted (and received) a new testament, 108 committed to be more sensitive to the needs 
of others around them and 40 committed to use their gifts to serve others.  Many thanked us for being 
there and asked us to come back.
